■Due to Typhoon Kong-rey, the friendship concert
at Ube-kohsan Central Hospital and the community
concert were canceled.
■About 100 students from junior high schools in
the city were invited to the main performance free
of charge.

■The soloist signed autographs at the main
performance.
■The venue for the Yamaguchi University
Hospital Friendship Concert was changed to the
auditorium on the 1st floor of the new building.

Two concerts were held with maximum COVID-19
prevention measures. For the main performance, (1)
a ticket lottery was held through reply-paid
postcard and the corporate website in order to avoid
conditions that could facilitate the transmission of
infection on the first day of ticket sales; (2) concerts
were held in the morning and in the afternoon, with
a significantly reduced number of seats in order to
ensure social distancing between seats,　etc.

The concert was held with maximum COVID-19
prevention measures. For the main performance, (1)
tickets were sold by reservation by phone and on
the website in order to avoid conditions that could
facilitate the transmission of infection on the first
day of ticket sales; (2) every other seat and the front
two rows were left empty to ensure social
distancing between seats, reducing the number of
available seats from 1,353 to 655; etc.

In light of the company’s name change to UBE
Corporation, the 80th anniversary of its
incorporation, and the 125th anniversary of its
founding, the purpose of the concert was changed
to place more emphasis on supporting children’s
music education (in schools), and the name was
changed to “UBE Classical Concert.”
